A law called Right to Counsel guarantees
lawyers for low-income tenants in Housing

Right to Counsel lawyers are free for
you, but the city pays for lawyers from
legal service organizations to represent
tenants. You should expect them to do a
good job!

WHAT IS
HOUSING COURT?

It's a special court that only deals

with housing issues. Housing Court can

be confusing, but don’t avoid going! It’'s
your chance to tell your side of the story.

If you receive court papers, go to court
right away to respond and ask how you can
get a lawyer.
